I 1982 Olod Padmie became Prime Minister of Sweden tor the second time. He had
previousty been Prime Minister from 970 antil the election of 1976 when a non-socialist
covernment took olfice. Bora i 1927 in Stockholm, he was educated at Kenyon College in
the United States and shortly after was elected Charman of the Swedish Union of
Students. In 1933 he was chosen (o serve s Secretary to Prime Minister Tuge Erlander, He
served o this capacity for 1S yvears, During this period, he remained active in the practical
work of the Party by being director of stadies in the Swedish Sociad Democratic Youth
Feagae for sis vears starting in 1935,

In 1957 Olof Palme was clected to the Riksdag tParliument) for the first time, In 1963, he
wirs appointed Minister without Portfolio in the Cabinet Office. He became Minister of
Franspart and Commumications m 1963 and Minister of Education in 1967 and was
mstrumental in the development of radio and television and major reforms of the
cducational systeny.

At the Soctd Democeratie Congress i October 1969, Olof Palme was elected Chairman
of the Party. After the election. ie became Prime Minister until 1976, Between 1976 and his
clection in TIR2, he served as Vice President of the Socialist International and fed this
arganization’s working group on the Southern Atrica Queston, Prime Minister Palme was
also a member of the Brandt Comnussion-—the Independent Commission on International
Development Issues. He formed the Padme Commission—the Tndependent Commission on
Disarnment and Securits Teases m 1980 and served as its Charman, The Commission’s
report, Common Securiy s presented in 1982 1o the United Nations General
Assembly.
